Course Rationale 
During the Intensive Study Week (ISW) students are placed together in closed groups for short periods. 

Students attend class for 15 hours (3 hours per day) per week, this is broken into 2 lessons of 1.5 hours each. 

The first lesson is a topic-based, general English class and the second lesson is based on aspects of Irish culture, which is linked to the 
trips/tours students will do during their time here. Both lessons are designed to be communicative and interactive and age 
appropriate. 

We do not impose a single set approach to language teaching, but rather follow the current trend of principled eclecticism. Materials 
for the general English lesson are chosen from modern course books to reflect current trends in language teaching methodologies. 

The course is designed for 3 levels – low (A1/A2), mid (B1/B2-), high (B2+/C1). 

As students are placed in closed groups, it is not always possible to have students in class according to their actual language level. For 
this reason, it is up to the teacher to adapt the material up or down, appropriate to the students in a particular class. Teachers use a 
variety of communicative techniques and teaching strategies to ensure that weaker students are adequately supported while 
stronger students still feel challenged and stay engaged during lessons. We choose topics which are relevant to students’ lives and 
experiences, and which will allow for personalisation of the topics in class. This is vital for student engagement and motivation during 
lessons. 

 

 

Syllabus Aims 
Main aims: 

✓ To help learners to practice and develop their skills in using English for effective and successful communication. 
✓ To expose learners to a variety of communicative teaching and learning methodologies, strategies, and techniques 
✓ To expand learners’ global knowledge through exposure to aspects of Irish culture. 
✓ To give learners the opportunity to use English in a communicative way to increase motivation and confidence for 

communication. 
✓ To give students the opportunity to use known and new vocabulary in interactive, communicative tasks on global topics that 

are relevant to their lives. 
 

Subsidiary aims: 

✓ Productive skills –Speaking: students will be able to express their opinions, preferences, employ circumlocution, ask for 
clarification, re-tell a story, ask, and answer questions. 

✓ Productive skills – Writing: students will be able to sequence a story and use narrative forms appropriately/accurately. 
✓ Receptive skills – Listening: students will be able to understand the gist of a variety of level appropriate listening texts (Top- 

down processing) and be able to listen for specific information (bottom-up processing) 
✓ Receptive skills – Reading: students will be able to understand the gist of a level appropriate texts (skimming) and be able 

to scan a text for specific information.

GENERAL ISSUES 
 

1 Minimum 1 leader per 15 students required. 
2 Tuition for 180 min/day AM or PM volume dependent. 
3 1:15 teacher / student ratio unless otherwise requested. 
4 Accompanying leader to supervise all afternoon programme unless otherwise requested. 
5 ALL to be informed of any non-EU students travelling in groups 
6 All students to travel with Travel & EU Insurance 
7 All students must adhere to rules and regulations issued by ALL. 
8 All activities and excursions are unaccompanied. An ALL staff member can accompany group at additional cost. 

 
BASIC PACKAGE FOR INTENSIVE STUDY WEEK (ISW) 

 

1 Accommodation is on a 7-night shared room, full board basis (includes packed lunch). 

2 4/5 days CLIL based tuition sessions (12/15 hr.) depending on departure flights. 

3 2 students minimum per family – No single accommodation offered to juniors. 

4 1 leader free per 15 students - accommodated in Host Family only. 

5 Return Airport Transfers (Dublin International Airport). 

6 Orientation walking tour of Dublin (2.5 hrs.) usually on second day of arrival. 

7 Choose from 1 paid evening activity. EG: Bowling, Cinema, Greyhound Racing, Irish Dance 

8 1 paid afternoon activity with a choice from: 
National Print Museum /St Patrick’s Cathedral / Dalkey Castle / St. Michans Church 
Glendalough Visitors Centre/ Wicklow Gaol / National Maritime Museum of Ireland Dun Laoghaire /

12 Classes may be offered in the morning and afternoon (zig-zag) during peak season.

1 ALL to supply costs for coach hire of different capacities (incl. Minibus) 
2 ALL to supply costs for commuter tickets for urban bus, metro (LUAS) and rail. 
3 Price structure valid for the year 2025 Jan to Dec (except July and August). 
4 All agreements between ALL and Partner to be strictly confidential. 
5 No Extra hours offered in lieu of bank holiday closures. 
6 Bank holidays in Ireland occur on the following dates in 2025 and the school will be closed      : 

3rd Feb, 17th March, 21st April, 5th May, 2nd June, 4th Aug, 27th Oct. 
 

7 Course cancellation due to COVID-19, or other global, restrictions will be offered a re-scheduled date in lieu valid within 24 
months and subject to certain price increases beyond our control. 
 
Cancellation Policy is as follows:  

➢ Bookings may be cancelled up to 2 weeks prior to commencement of course with a €75 administration penalty.  
➢ For cancellations 1 to 7 days before the course begins, 50% of the full amount will be refunded.   
➢ There is NO refund for any cancellation on arrival date or once the course has commenced.  
➢ All accommodation, Homestay or other, cancellations after arrival are non-refundable.  
➢ No refund for a student removed from a course for behavioural reasons.
